Marilyn Boenau received a soloist's degree in recorder at the Schola Cantorum in Basel, Switzerland, where she also studied Renaissance reeds and Baroque bassoon.  She performs with Philharmonia Baroque Orchestra, the Boston Early Music Festival Orchestra, and many other groups.  She is the Executive Director of Amherst Early Music, Inc., which produces the annual Amherst Early Music Festival and weekend workshops through the year.

Larry Lipnik performs with many ensembles, including Anonymous 4, the Waverly Consort, and ARTEK. He is a founding member of the vocal ensemble Lionheart, the viol consort Parthenia, and is a frequent collaborator with video artist William Wegman.  His busy teaching schedule includes workshops from New Mexico to the UK; he currently teaches recorder and viol at Wesleyan University.  He has recorded for numerous labels including EMI, Angel, Nimbus, Virgin, and Sony and has served as music consultant for the Bill Cosby Show.

Morales Missa Mille regretz::  a challenging & beautiful mass based on the famous Josquin chanson.  Advanced, recorders only

The Trill of Baroque:  the basics of baroque style:  trills, affect, hemiola.  Alto recs. only, intermediate & up. 

Cantigas de Santa Maria:  fun medieval monophonic songs relating miracles by the Virgin.  Recorders & other instruments, voice, percussion; lo intermediate & up. 

More Tenorlieder:  another opportunity to explore German songs & instrumental music from court & countryside.  Instruments & voices, int. & up.

Spanish Cathedral Music:  sacred music from the golden age of Spanish polyphony by Guerrero, Morales, Victoria, & friends.  Recorders & strings, intermediate & up

Heinrich Schütz:  Primo libro de madrigali (1611): From the man well-known for his sacred music, madrigals based on famous Italian texts including Il Pastor fido.  Recorders only, hi intermediate & up.

German Jewels:  a look at Thomas Stoltzer's early renaissance masterpiece, Octo tonorum melodiae, featuring gorgeously woven melodic lines & challenging rhythms, and music by his contemporaries.  Recorders only, advanced; bring great basses!

Terpsichore troupe:  German dance music of the early 17th century by Praetorius, Demantius, Widmann, and friends.  Lo intermediate & up; strings welcome.

Guerrero:  sacred & secular music by this quintessentially Spanish composer.  Recorders only, intermediate & up

Johann Walther:  sacred music from the man who worked with Martin Luther, father of the Protestant movement.  Rec. only, int.

Tantzen und Springen:  great instrumental music from the dawn of the German Baroque: Scheidt, Hassler, Schein, & Hamburg resident Brade.  Intermediate & up, all instruments. 

Glogauer Liederbuch:  fun & rhythmically challenging instrumental music from 15th-century Germany.  Recorders only, advanced.
